· Assists in teaching all courses in the Aviation Maintenance curriculum.
· Oversees safety compliance including safe lab and hangar practices per EPA regulations and OSHA standards.
· Develops and implements instructional delivery that meets FAA requirements and is stimulating, thought provoking and engaging to students in face-to-face, online and lab settings.
